Meeting Summary
1.0 Report by Our Chapter President and Introductions
· Joyce Cury our Chapter 313 President introduced the E-Board members and the members of our Bargaining Committee.  
2.0 Budget Update by Pat Gantt
· The CSU could face an additional $500 million reduction in funding if the Governor’s proposed tax extensions are rejected. This will probably mean lay-offs but until we reach that point it is impossible to say what will happen.
3.0 Bargaining Update by Russell Kilday-Hicks
· The CSU is refusing to grant a temporary contract extension.  Overall with a few exceptions the CSU is obligated to continue the terms and conditions of the expired contract.
· The exceptions are:

Arbitrations does not survive the expiration of the contract.

All overtime hours worked by non-exempt employees must be compensated in cash. 

4.0 Observing Bargaining by Joseph Dobzynski
· Everyone was encouraged to observe the bargaining process at the Chancellor Office.  They would be given a brief tutorial on the acceptable interaction during the bargaining session and would have a positive influence on the willingness of the Chancellors Office to compromise during the negotiation process. 
5.0 Question and Answers Session by Joseph Dobzynski
· The Union Members were given several opportunities to ask questions during and after each session. All questions were given extensive consideration.

6.0 Other Business
· A lunch was provided for all members who attended. It is noted that the cost of lunch came in under budget at $470.79!
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
